
A relative newcomer on the Brussels music scene, Juriji Der Klee is an enigma for most and 
a revelation for some. With his striking countertenor voice, Der Klee has the face of an angel, 
but there's a darkness coming from within. Neither male nor female, he seems to exist between 
binary opposites, going beyond the contradictions that make us who we are. Seductively 
dressed in black with minimal makeup and short dark hair, he could be a new Louise Brooks 
for modern times, a self-assured garçonne enticing admirers. With his soft-spoken voice 
and gentle gestures, he could come across as a shy boy, but there's a � erce determination in his 
eyes. It's funny, thinking Brooks was born in 1906 – more than a century ago. One often 
wonders why those times were so sharp and visionary, but there's a satisfying timelessness and
 power in Der Klee's work as well, which echo Brooks' ongoing relevance. Besides his natural 
beauty and strong presence, Juriji Der Klee embodies the paradox of ambiguity, this transient 
space where de� nitions stop making sense and new avenues can be explored.
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
